Journeyman - Someone who is proficient in at least one style of brewing and has performed at least one public
service work, (Is entitled to wear the Guild badge on a blue field.)

[ whao is ient in at least two styles of brewing, and had performed at least three public
service wnrks {Is entitled to wear the Guild badge on a red field.)

Master Brewer - To achieve this rank you must have attained the previous rank of C be i by
your fellow Craftsmen, and be approved by the other Master Brewers. (Is entitled to wear the Guild badge on a
purple field.)

All members of the Guild are encouraged to donate bottles of their beverages to the Guild for use as “taxes” given
to the reigning Royalty during court presentations, Brewers outside of the central Kingdom, or in the more distant
regions of the Marches, may achieve awards up through Craftsman by participating in their local events. Such
individugls should write to the Guild Master to inform him or her of their level of participation.

The Guild badge is as follows: “Fieldi A tun pal Orch d with a laurel leaf vert.". The tun, as
isa den barrel.
